Requirements for Papers

Texts of papers must be submitted to the Conference Secretariat by February 28, 2026 in electronic form via e-mail to info.kap@kbtu.kz.
When preparing a paper, the following requirements must be observed:
The paper must be 1 to 10 pages in length and prepared in Microsoft Word, using Times New Roman, font size 14, paragraph indentation – 1.25 cm, single line spacing (1.0), with the following margins:
· top – 2.5 cm
· bottom – 2.5 cm
· left – 2.5 cm
· right – 2.0 cm
Title Formatting
· TITLE OF THE ARTICLE (uppercase, bold, centered);
· one line below – surname and initials of the author (centered);
· next line – name of the university, city, country (centered);
· next line – contact e-mail (centered);
· one blank line below – main text of the article.
The total length of the article, including references, tables, figures with captions, and abstracts, must not exceed 10 pages.
The file name must begin with the surname of the first author written in Latin characters (for example, Akhmetov.doc).
All pages of the paper must be numbered.
Abstract
An abstract (100–150 words) must be placed at the beginning of the paper in the language of the article, including English. The abstract should briefly present the content of the scientific work and provide a generalized overview of its topic and structure.
Keywords
Keywords (at least 5–6 words or phrases) must reflect the content of the paper as fully as possible.
All information — authors, author details, title, abstract, and keywords — must be provided in the language of the article and in English.
Tables, Figures, and Formulas
Tables, figures, and formulas must not contain inconsistencies in symbols or notation. Figures must be clear and of high quality. All tables and figures must be referenced in the text.
The number of formulas in the text should be minimal. Formulas must be prepared using appropriate editors (for mathematical and chemical formulas).
Tables must have titles; empty cells are not permitted. Abbreviations and symbols must be explained in footnotes or notes where necessary.
References
The reference list must be formatted in accordance with GOST 7.1 “System of Standards on Information, Librarianship and Publishing. Bibliographic Record. Bibliographic Description. General Requirements and Rules for Compilation.”
Resume
A resume in Russian, English, and Kazakh must include:
· full name of the author,
· title of the article,
· a brief summary of the main research results (5–6 lines).
The resume must meet the requirements of informativeness, content quality, and translation accuracy.
The translation of keywords (түйін сөздер – keywords) must be repeated after each resume.
Accepted papers will be published in the author’s original version. Authors bear full responsibility for the accuracy of the data presented.
The Organizing Committee reserves the right to reject papers that do not correspond to the conference topic or violate submission deadlines or formatting requirements.
The conference proceedings will be published by the start of the Conference.
Additional Requirements for Papers by Employees of the Group of Companies of JSC “NAC Kazatomprom”

For papers authored by employees of the Company and its subsidiaries, it is necessary to attach a conclusion from the Expert Commission (PDK) / Information Security Department (for subsidiaries) confirming the absence of restricted or classified information.
Prepared materials must be submitted by the author for review by members of the PDK based on an official memorandum submitted no later than 15 (fifteen) calendar days before the conference, signed by the head of the author’s structural unit.
The memorandum must specify:
· the purpose of developing the materials;
· where and under what conditions the materials will be used (including the exact venue and dates of the event — forum, conference, seminar, thesis defense, etc., and the possibility of publishing the materials in open sources);
· the list of sources used by the author in preparing the materials;
· the author’s conclusions regarding the presence or absence of classified or restricted information.
If necessary, the memorandum must be accompanied by conclusions/approvals from other interested structural divisions of the Company.
Before submission to the PDK, scientific papers, articles, etc. must undergo mandatory written approval from the Department of Scientific and Technical Policy (DNTP) regarding the presence of know-how or patents. This approval must be attached to the memorandum.
Materials submitted to the PDK must be prepared in the state language or Russian. If materials are required to be presented in a foreign language, the author bears full responsibility for the accuracy and authenticity of the translation.
Review of materials by PDK members is carried out within 5 (five) working days from the date of submission (for materials exceeding 10 pages, an additional 1 working day for each subsequent 10 pages is added).
Review of materials from subsidiaries regarding restricted information is governed by internal regulations of the respective subsidiary.
In the oral presentation, it is recommended to present the idea of the work, its hypothesis, stages of implementation, results, and conclusions. Conference participants may use various presentation formats, including computer-based presentations, poster sessions, and others.
